Osher Reentry Scholarship Guidelines

Qualifications:
1. This opportunity is open to both men and women between the ages of 25-50.
2. Applicant must have a gap of at least five years in their high school to college or college education.
3. Applicant must be an admitted undergraduate student at the University of Utah.
4. Applicant must be working toward their first bachelor’s degree.
5. Applicant must be enrolled in at least 12 credit hours.
6. Preference will be given to those with financial need as determined by the federal guidelines.

The Scholarship Packet must contain:

A completed signed scholarship application.

Personal statement that indicates the applicant’s reason for returning.
Goal statement about what the applicant intends to accomplish.
Copy of applicant’s most recent FAFSA.

To receive and maintain the award, applicants must also meet the following criteria:
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Maintain full-time status

Maintain a 3.0 GPA

Maintain contact with Osher Scholarship Committee through surveys and interviews

Complete an evaluation process

Attend a specialized student orientation, a mid-year and end-of-year reception

If the student remains eligible and complies with the above stipulations, the student may apply for
additional years of scholarship funds.

Evaluation Process will include:
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An indication where the applicant found out about the scholarship.

Completion of a mid-year survey as well as an end-of-year survey.

The opportunity to comment on the application and award process.

An indication of if he or she met his or her initial goals at the University and how the scholarship
allowed him or her to do so.

Scholarship Application Directions:
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Review the qualification guidelines to make sure you are eligible.
Complete the application and sign it. (Incomplete applications will not be considered)
Attach your personal/goal statement. (No more than 2 pages double spaced)
Attach a copy of your most recent FAFSA.
